Objective:

Procedure:

1.  Read http://www.newurban news.com/AboutNewUrbanism.html,

http://www.stapletondenver.com/, http://www.belmarcolorado.com/index_flash.php, and the article “15 Ways to Fix the Suburbs”

2.  Visit one of the New Urbanism developments listed above.

3.  Write (2-3) pages answering the following questions:

· Define new urbanism and explain its characteristics.

· Describe the reasons for the New Urbanism movement.

· Describe the positives and negatives for the movement.

· Where have New Urbanism principles been put into practice?  How successful are these new developments?

· Use parenthetical documentation with a list of sources page (3-4) sources should suffice!

4.  Choose ten strategies from the article “15 Ways to fix the Suburbs” and in detail explain how Lowery, Belmar or Stapleton use these approaches to create a New Urbanism development.

5. Take pictures for the ten strategies at Stapleton or Belmar (minimum of 10 photos).  You must be in 60% of the photos! 

6.  Text-wrap your photos into your paper, or post your pictures on pages with captions explaining what each photo shows and how it relates to New Urbanism.

7.  Write 3-4 pages of analysis (double spaced & 12 point font) for the ten strategies chosen.  Total text for the assignment should be 5-8 pages.

8.  Make a cover page, which includes your name, date, period number, and an image that shows the area from an aerial perspective!
