Field Assignment and Write-up

Points: 

Objective:  To visit, take pictures, and analyze three transit-oriented developments

Procedure:

1. Read: http//www.transitorienteddevelopment.org/

2. Visit Southmoor Light Rail Station (Hampden & I-25), Englewood Station (Hampden & Santa Fe), and old town Littleton (Santa Fe & Littleton Boulevard).

3. Write an overview (1 page) of the main components of transit-oriented development.

4. Explain how the area around each station has adhered to the ideals of transit-oriented development.

5. Describe any changes in progress (past, present, & future).  Do these changes follow the principles of transit-oriented development?

6. Take at least five photos at each development (with you in the picture) showing different aspects of transit-oriented development.  Either text wrap your photos into the body of your paper, or put them on pages with a caption explaining how it relates to transit-oriented development.

7. Your paper should be 3-4 pages of text (double spaced & 12 pt. font).

8. Make sure you include a cover page, which includes your name, date, period, and images that show the areas from an aerial perspective!
